Students are required to be potty trained and able to use

the toilet without assistance (including wiping). Our school

has a single use bathroom and students use the bathroom

one at a time during snack. 

 Our primary focus is positive discipline. We set strong

routines and expectations from the start. If a student needs

extra support, teachers may take a play break with them to

help them navigate social situations. If repeated problems

persist, teachers will work with families to set up a plan to

help your child succeed.
